
Uniform attire for Jr. Kindergarten –Grade 8 

  Pants, shorts, shirts, jumpers, skorts, sweaters, sweatshirts, headbands and 

hair ribbons MUST be bought through the OLA Uniform Store located in 

the gym. These items will have the OLA insignia embroidery included as 

required.  Changes to the uniform are in red. 

 
Early Childhood: Jr. Kindergarten and Kindergarten 

  The Jr. Kindergarten and Kindergarten students will be required to wear a 

modified OLA uniform. 

Pants or Shorts: ONLY PULL UP NAVY BLUE (no button or zipped 

pants or shorts) 

Shirts: GRAY, WHITE, NAVY, OR LIGHT BLUE POLO 

  -short or long sleeve 

  -shirts ALWAYS tucked in 

  -must fit properly; not too tight or too loose 

Undershirts: SHORT SLEEVE – SOLID WHITE ONLY, NO DESIGNS 

OR PRINTING & UNDERSHIRTS SLEEVES MAY NOT SHOW. NO 

LONG SLEEVES WORN UNDER SHORT SLEEVE UNIFORM SHIRTS 

Girls Jumpers: SOLID NAVY BLUE JUMPER (shorts must be worn 

underneath jumper) 

Girls Skorts: SOLID NAVY BLUE SKORT 

Socks: CREW LENGTH OR KNEE HIGH ONLY 

 -white or navy blue only 

 -must be worn daily

Shoes: TENNIS SHOES ARE REQUIRED DAILY 

          -solid black, navy blue or white only 

 -no Mary Jane, dress shoes or flip flops 

 -no sandals, open-toed shoes or ‘backless’ shoes 

 -no multi-colored, sparkled or bright colored shoes 

 -shoe laces must be tied and short in length 

 -shoe laces must be solid white, navy blue or black 

Sweatshirts/Jackets: NAVY BLUE WITH OLA LOGO 

 -may be worn in the classroom 

 -all other jackets or sweatshirts may be worn outside only 

 -no non OLA or OLA hoodies worn in the classroom 

Sweaters: NAVY BLUE CARDIGAN OR PULLOVER WITH OLA 

LOGO 



 -may be worn in classroom 

Hair bands/ribbons: NO NON-OLA HEAD BANDS OR RIBBONS 

ALLOWED 

-head bands and ribbons must be purchased at the OLA Uniform Store 

-hair clips, rubber bands or bobby pins matching hair color are  

 permitted 

BOYS/GIRLS: Grades 1-8 

Pants: FLAT OR PLEATED NAVY BLUE 

 -belts must be worn  

 -worn at the waist 

 -must fit properly; not too tight or too loose 

Shorts: FLAT OR PLEATED NAVY BLUE 

 -not more than 2 inches above or at the knee 

 -must fit properly; not too tight or too loose 

 -belts must be worn at the waist 

Skirts: OLA PLAID 

 -no more than 2 inches above the knee or at the knee 

 -shorts must be worn underneath skirt (grades 1-5) 

Shirts: GRAY, WHITE, NAVY, OR LIGHT BLUE POLO 

  -short or long sleeve 

-shirts ALWAYS tucked in 

-must fit properly; not too tight or too loose 

Undershirts: SHORT SLEEVE – SOLID WHITE ONLY, NO DESIGNS 

OR PRINTING & UNDERSHIRTS SLEEVES MAY NOT SHOW.  NO 

LONG SLEEVES WORN UNDER SHORT SLEEVE UNIFORM SHIRTS 

Socks: CREW LENGTH OR KNEE HIGH ONLY 

    -white or navy blue only 

    -must be worn daily 

   -no stripes or logos 

    -solid white or blue tights are permitted for girls 

Shoes: TENNIS SHOES ARE REQUIRED DAILY  

             -solid black, navy blue or white only 

    -no Mary Jane, dress shoes, heels or flip flops 

    -no sandals, open-toed shoes or ‘backless’ shoes 

    -no multi-colored, sparkled or bright colored shoes 

    -shoe laces must be tied and short in length 

    -shoes laces must be solid white, navy blue or black    

Belts: SOLID BROWN, BLACK OR NAVY 

 -pants and shorts require belts worn daily 

 -only plain colored belts permitted (no trim) 



 -buckles must be plain; no decoration or insignia 

Hair bands/ribbons: NO NON-OLA HEAD BANDS OR RIBBONS 

ALLOWED 

-head bands and ribbons must be purchased at the OLA Uniform Store 

-hair clips, rubber bands or bobby pins matching natural hair color  

are permitted 

 Sweatshirts: NAVY BLUE WITH OLA LOGO 

 -may be worn in the classroom over uniform shirt 

 -OLA sports sweatshirts must be worn over uniform shirt 

 -no non OLA or OLA hoodies or jackets in the school building. 

Sweaters: NAVY BLUE CARDIGAN OR PULLOVER WITH OLA 

LOGO 

-may be worn in classroom 

Jackets: OLA JACKET WITH INSIGNIA OR OLA SPORTS JACKET 

 -may be worn in the classroom 

 -all other jackets may be worn outside only 

GIRLS: Grades 1-4: OPTIONAL 

OLA Plaid Jumpers 

 -no more than 2 inches above the knee  

 -shorts must be worn underneath jumper 

HAIR STYLES/JEWELRY ACCEPTABLE: 

 -conservative in style* 

 -must be clean and combed 

 -natural color only; no artificial hair coloring or highlights added 

 -earrings (only one per ear lobe) no hoops  

-necklace must have a Christian symbol; single chains only 

-no bracelets or hand rings (exception: OLA bracelet) 

*DEFINITION OF CONSERVATIVE IN STYLE: Girls hair may 

be long if kept clean and neatly groomed, but boys’ hair may NOT 

extend below the collar or over the ears. Hair must not be covering the 

eyes of boys or girls. 

NOT ACCEPTABLE: 

 -dangling earrings; or hoops 

 -hair glitter 

-highlighted or colored hair 

 -visible body tattoos or body piercing 

 -makeup 

 -nail polish or glitter polish (clear is ok) 

 -artificial nails 

 -more than one (1) strand necklace 



 -chokers or ‘dog collars’ 

 -clothing in disrepair 

 -wrinkled clothing 

 -hats, sunglasses, or scarves worn indoors 

Occasionally the dress code will be relaxed, but will not include: 

 -skinny jeans,  

 -leggings 

 -spandex clothing 

 -baggy clothing 

 -tight or immodest clothing 

 -makeup or nail color 

 -sleeveless shirts 

Spirit-Wear 

(Uniform attire is always an option) 

CHOICE FOR SPIRIT-WEAR 

PANTS:       

 -solid blue or black pants or capri  

-solid blue or black jeans (NO stretch jeans, skinny jeans, leggings    

 or cargo pants) 

-solid blue or black shorts or skirts (no more than 2 inches above the   

knee or at the knee 

-solid blue or black jean shorts (no more than 2 inches above the knee  

or at the knee) 

SHIRTS: OLA T-shirt or sweatshirt (No turtleneck shirts) 

Shirt/Sweatshirt must recognize OLA School or OLA activity 

(OLA T-shirt, OLA Geography Bee, St. Jude’s Math-a-thon, OLA sports, 

OLA Scout Uniform) 

 -shirts must fit properly; not too tight or too loose 

 -shirts ALWAYS tucked in 

 -pants or shorts with loops; belts must be worn 

Dress Up Days  (Uniform is always an option) 

CHOICES FOR DRESS UP 

-dress slacks or pants (no jeans, skinny jeans, leggings, spandex, 

sweat pants or camouflage pants) NO shorts regardless of length 

-dress shirts or blouses with sleeves (NO sleeveless, off the shoulder, 

crop top, midriff or low scooped neck) must be at or below the knee 

-buttoned dress shirts MUST be worn buttoned 

-cardigan or pullover sweaters permitted (NO logos or insignias) 

-modest jewelry permitted (up to the discretion of the school staff) 

-socks/nylons must be worn 



-shoe heels must not be more than 2 inches high

APPROPRIATE DRESS FOR THE DAY: UNIFORM ONLY WITH GRAY POLO 
 
NOT ACCEPTABLE FOR MASS LITURGIES OR PARA-

LITURGIES 

   -white, navy blue or light blue polo 

   -shorts (except under skirts, jumpers or dresses) 

   -Spirit Wear 

   -non-OLA jackets, sweaters or sweatshirts 

RETURNS/EXCHANGES: Returns and exchanges are accepted by the 

school’s store ONLY if the clothing is new and tags are still on the 

clothing.    

WARRANTEE:  The Dickies’ warrantee is honored to individual 

consumers, not stores/schools.   Please contact Dickies directly for a 

replacement if you are not satisfied.  If Dickies sends you a replacement, 

bring it to the School Uniform Store to exchange it for the embroidered item 

of the same size.
